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FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
 
In line with our school vision of Grow with Knowledge, Many Paths Many Futures, we enjoy shar-
ing with our children and community aspects of the many cultures and religions that we have 
within our school.  Ramadan is a religious event that will commence this evening and will end on 
the evening of Thursday 14th June. Eid al-Fitr will commence the following day. 
 
I reprint below the Address that two of our Senior Students provided to our Assembly last year 
regarding this significant religious event on the Islamic calendar.     
 
STUDENT ASSEMBLY ADDRESS 
 
Good afternoon.  My name is Mohamed and together with Ala we would like to tell you about a 
special event we are about to celebrate. Ramadan. In the following month or so, you will see that 
some of your friends or class mates are not eating or drinking.   
 
This is not because they donôt have food ï but it is because they are fasting.  Fasting means that 
we donôt eat or drink from when the sun rises until it sets.  Before we start fasting there is some-
thing called Suhur, where we wake up before the sun rises to eat food before we fast for the day, 
this gets us ready for the day. We fast until sunset then we have Iftar.  Iftar is when we have a big 
meal to fill us up.   
 
We share Iftar with our friends and family, it is really fun ï but because we are young it is not nec-
essary for us to fast.  But it is good practice for us to try to fast.  Some children might only fast for 
half the day or only on a Saturday or Sunday.  People who are old or sick do not have to fast. 

I fast because it is great practice and a good way to get fit.  In this month Muslims do as many 
good things as they can do for other people, it is our way of understanding what it is like for peo-
ple who are not as lucky as we are. 
 
As well as fasting we do extra prayers and worship to be closer to Allah or God. After the amaz-
ing month of Ramadan has passed, we have a massive celebration called Eid, where we get pre-
sents and have lots of food and lots of fun. 
 
Ramadan is in our Islamic calendar as the month when Mohamed revealed our holy book the 
Quran. So when you see us not eating I hope that you understand why we are doing this. We are 
doing this to be better people. 
 
Thank you for listening to us.

Premierôs Reading Challenge 2018 
 
The reading period for the 2018 Premier's Reading Challenge 
commences on Monday 14 May and closes Friday 24 August. 
  
This year the Premier has challenged all state and non-state 
school students from Prep to Year 2 to read or experience 20 
books, Years 3 and 4 to read 20 books and Years 5 to 9 to read 
15 books. Experiencing books can include shared reading, listen-
ing to stories, or reading picture books. The aim for the 2018 chal-
lenge is to engage more students than ever before. Class teach-
ers will distribute the reading record forms for students.   
 
Every student who completes the challenge will receive a Certifi-
cate of Achievement signed by the Premier.  Students who partic-
ipate but donôt complete the challenge receive a Certificate of 
Participation from the school.
